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School Admissions Reception — Year 6

In each year group (Reception to Year 6) our admission number is 120. This is the agreed and
planned number that we can safely and comfortably accommodate in our school. If there are
more than 120 applications made to our school, all applications will be considered on an equal
basis by the Redbridge Admissions Team based at Lynton House, within the following categories.

1. “Looked after children,” that is children who are in the care of local authorities as defined
by section 22 of the Children’s Act 1989 and who are confirmed by that local authority to
be expected to be in public care when due to be admitted to school.

2. Children where it is agreed that it is essential they be admitted to the school on
exceptional medical or psychological grounds. (Such requests for a particular school,
based on the serious medical or psychological condition of the child, must be supported
by a qualified professional directly involved with the child and will be referred to the
Authority’s medical or psychological adviser for observations before any decision is
made).

3. Children with siblings who are already on roll at the school and will still be on roll when
the child is admitted.

4. All other applicants, with preference to older children according to their date of birth.

In each category, if there are more children than places available, priority will be based on
the shortest measured walking distance as measured by a geographic information system
from the child’s home to the main entrance of the school using public roads and recognised
footpaths. All admissions to the school must be done through the London Borough of
Redbridge Children’s Services, Awards and Admissions which is located at:
